The 
owners agreed to surrender Molly to this family, who brought her to FAS. When 
Molly first arrived, she was very timid and fearful of men.  After some time, and 
dedicated care from FAS staff, she learned to not be so fearful of men and became 
a more trusting and loving dog. Molly was adopted from FAS in January of 2011 to 
a very loving and nurturing home.

Af-
ter being groomed, fed, and given IV fluids, Fluff was back to her healthy, social self, and was put up for adoption 
shortly thereafter. Luckily, Foothills Animal Shelter does not place time limits on how long a pet can stay in our care.  
Fluff spent over 300300300300 daysdaysdaysdays at TMAC/FAS waiting for her forever home and finally found it in December of 2010.  Fluff 
learned that forever homes are not always just around the corner; sometimes it’s worth waiting for that perfect match.
